Husband and wife team Patricia and Antoine Massoud, bought
the Collingswood BYO Porch & Proper in January 2020 and
continued to operate as an American cuisine establishment,
until they had to abruptly close when the pandemic shutdown
hit in mid-March. During the closure, in August of last year, the
city of Beirut was devastated by a massive explosion on the
waterfront that sadly left more than 200 dead, including a close
- friend of Patricia’s. She herself had been born in Lebanon, and
" the family had been living there until returning to New Jersey
S in 2019. When the Massouds finally reopened their restaurant
last September, it had a new name, Li Beirut (“to Beirut”), and
the accompanying menu.

The Massouds explain, “Having lived and grown in Beirut,
and having enjoyed the warmth and richness of the city, the
hospitality and generosity of its people, we always felt urged
to share our experience with our friends and loyal clients.
Beirut is a multi-cultural metropolitan city, projected through
art and music, landscape and architecture, religious diversity,
knowledge and education, tradition and modern creativity,
hospitality and generosity, all reflected in every aspect of the
way of life, among which emerges the “Lebanese cuisine.”

We walked into the sounds of Lebanese music and a warm
inviting ambience. Tony ushered us to our table and gave us

the run down of the menu and his personal recommendations.

We decided on the ever popular tasting menu for two. We
chose one salad to share, the Tabbouleh with fresh chopped
parsley, tomatoes, green onions, mint, cracked wheat, served
with fresh lemon juice and olive oil. Next was the parade

of classic mezza to begin, a sampling of hummus, baba
ghannouj, labne, mouhamara, and more. For entrees, Grace
tackled the popular Mixed Grill for one, though it could feed

two people happily, or one person with an incredible appetite.

Though our palates were incredibly satisfied at this point, Li Beirut's desserts are not
to be missed. With multiple variations on baklava to the best kanafe of stretchy hot
cheese, served beside a sesame-speckled pita, it’s the elevation of experience, not
just flavors, that make dessert a must. My personal favorite in the dessert column
was the ghazal Beirut, a dish of house-made ice cream topped with a nest of spun
sugar that emulates the texture of cotton candy and pistachios.

When leaving, Tony (so friendly) asked us when we would be returning. With
dishes as good as the ones we just experienced, we will be back a second, third
and perhaps even fourth time this year- and you will too!

This month’s feature cover family goes to the
Kitchmire family. With several nominations for their
involvement within the community, it became clear
that Ted and Becky were the perfect choice for our
July edition.

SPARKS WERE FLYING

Ted, originally from Barrington, moved to Haddon
Heights with his parents, when he was just a high
school freshman and has been in town for over 42
years. Becky, a third generation Heights resident
was born and raised in town and has been here
longer than Ted.

Ted has a bachelor’s degree in mathematics from Rutgers
University, while Becky has a bachelor’s degree in elementary
education and communications from Rowan University.

“We thought our futures would be in education as teachers”
explains Becky. But as life would have it, there were other
plans in the works for them. “Nassau Electric was started by
my grandfather, T was third generation. When I was about 16
years old, my mother asked me if I planned on driving and
having a car. Of course I answered yes, so that’s when she told
me to get a job.” Ted laughs. Ted took his mother’s advice and
called his Uncle, who had taken over the business after his
grandfather had passed away.

+ 3/4 cup maple syrup

* 1/4 cup soy sauce

* 4 6-0z. salmon filets, skin removed

* 1/4 cup coarse ground black pepper -

Directions:

1. Mix maple syrup and soy sauce. Pour over salmon and
marinate for at least four hours (or overnight).

2. Preheat oven to 500 degrees F. Using a paper towel, rub the
oil on a foil-lined baking sheet.

3. Pat the top side of the salmon with a thin, even layer of
pepper. Place pepper side up on the baking sheet.

4. Bake on the top rack of the oven for approximately seven
minutes. It may smoke a little. The salmon can also be
grilled on a barbecue over hot coals for about three
minutes per side.
